mtvU and The National Poetry Series (NPS) present: The National Poetry Series mtvU Prize. One winning college student poet will have his or her book of original poetry published by HarperCollins as part of the 2008 National Poetry Series, and will have the opportunity to interview the competition's judge, poet Yusef Komunyakaa, on mtvU.


Entering its 30th year, The National Poetry Series is an annual literary awards program that sponsors the publication of five book-length manuscripts of poetry written by emerging American poets. The manuscripts, solicited through an annual Open Competition, are selected by poets of national stature and published by a distinguished group of trade, university and small presses. Previous judges include scores of legendary American poets, among them a vanguard of Unites States Poets Laureate and winners of the Pulitzer Prize.

NPS' partnership with mtvU is the first of its kind, offering college students an unparalleled opportunity to have their work published by HarperCollins. In addition, the winning poet will receive a $1,000 cash award and the chance to interview the judge Yusef Komunyakaa before a college nation of millions on mtvU. 
 
The competition works to enhance the goals of the National Poetry Series making it possible to publish books that might not otherwise be read, all while supporting the genre and increasing the audience for poetry. It also provides the opportunity for nationally renowned American poets to play a central role in the identification of emerging or less well-established poets.

Entry Period: January 1 through February 15, 2008
Entry Requirements: Previously unpublished book-length manuscripts of poetry accompanied by a $30.00 entrance fee. You must be an American citizen to participate.
