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Seth Lerer is the Avalon Foundation Professor in Humanities and Professor of English and Comparative Literature at Stanford University. He has published seven books, including Chaucer and His Readers (Princeton, 1993;) and Courtly Letters in the Age of Henry VIII (Cambridge ,1997), and he is the author of more than forty scholarly articles and reviews. Professor Lerer has received many awards for his scholarship and teaching, including fellowships from the National Endowment for the Humanities and the Guggenheim Foundation, the Beatrice White Prize of the English Association of Great Britain, as well as the Hoagland Prize for undergraduate teaching at Stanford.
