The contrast between cultures and social movements is apparent in Latin America, the Caribbean, and Iberian Peninsula. Abstracts should be sent in Microsoft Word format (.doc) and should not exceed 250 words in length. The e-mail should include the title of the presentation, your name and institutional affiliation, and phone number. Presentations should not exceed eight pages (20 minutes in reading length).
