Abstract: “Plants can synthesize a variety of natural products that are not required for the development and 

survival of the generating plants, but rather for their interaction with their surroundings. While they feature 

antibiotic, antifungal, and antiviral properties that shield the plant from diseases, plant natural products have long 

been known to display beneficial characteristics for people. I will discuss the evolutionary processes involved in 

the biosynthesis and diversification of these important metabolites, using the examples of steroidal saponins, 

glycoalkaloids, and cannabinoids.”
