Abstract: 
Scrutinizing potential biocontrol agents is important for managing invasive pests 
and weeds in California.  Insect Sensory and Behavioral Ecology Laboratory 
(ISABEL) focuses on agent selection and how biocontrol agents use sensory cues 
to interact with invasive pests and weeds based at the community level.  In this 
research seminar, I will cover case studies of houndstongue, musk thistle, yellow 
starthistle, and box tree moth, which are directly related to managing the invasive 
species of importance to various ecosystems in California.  I will also propose how 
the abovementioned case studies expand ISABEL and complement the existing 
expertise in Entomology at UCR.
