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Section I: Name of Committee

The committee shall be known as the Campus Information Technology Leaders Committee (Hereafter, referred to as the Committee or CITL) of the University of California, Riverside.

Section II: Description and Mission

Section II.A Description

The CITL is a collaborative group made up of leaders from all of the Information Technology (IT) organizations located at the University of California, Riverside. 

Section II.B Mission

The mission of CITL is to build collaborative partnerships between the various IT organizations on campus in an effort to increase the value that IT provides in service of the UCR mission of research, teaching, public service and patient care. 

Section III: Membership

Section III.A: Permanent Members

The CITL will include the following members:

· ITS Associate Vice Chancellor and CIO
· Members of the Information Technology Solutions (ITS) Leadership Team
· Senior IT leadership from any UCR college, school or department including, but not limited to:
· Bourns College of Engineering
· College of Humanities, Arts and Social Sciences
· College of Natural and Agricultural Sciences
· Computer Science and Engineering 
· Electrical and Computer Engineering 
· Exploration Center for Innovative Teaching and Engagement (XCITE)
· High Performance Computing Center
· Graduate School of Education 
· Research and Economic Development
· School of Business 
· School of Medicine 
· University Advancement 
· University Extension 
· University Library 
· Chairs of CITL Sub Committees
· Others invited by the ITS Associate Vice Chancellor and CIO

Section III.B: Committee Staff

· Professional staff assistance will be provided by Information Technology Solutions for the preparation and distribution of agendas or other meeting material, as well as the taking of any meeting minutes.

Section III.C: Removal of Committee Membership

The CIO shall review participation by members on an annual basis. The CIO may remove members as needed.

Section III.D: Chair/Co-Chair

The CITL shall be chaired by the ITS Associate Vice Chancellor and CIO (or their delegate). Additionally, a co-chair will be selected from among the non-ITS membership of CITL. The co-chair shall serve a term of one year beginning July 1

Section IV: Meetings

Section IV.A: Regular Meetings

The CITL will meet at least monthly and on an ad hoc basis as necessary.

Section IV.B: Special Meetings

Special meetings of the CITL may be called by the chair at the request of any member.

Section V: Sub Committees

Section V.A: Standing Subcommittees

The CITL will have the following subcommittees
· Research IT Leaders (RITL) 
· The Research IT Leaders subcommittee is charged with facilitating collaboration among those CITL members (and other interested parties) that support research on campus.

Section V.B: Ad-Hoc Subcommittees

Upon approval from committee members, the CITL may from time to time create ad-hoc subcommittees to discuss specific topics or work on specific projects. 

Section V: Voting

As the CITL is primarily meant to facilitate collaboration and communication, formal voting may not be required if consensus on particular issues is clear. However, if a formal vote is needed: 

· Each organization shall cast only one vote even if multiple members of that organization attend CITL.
· One member of each organization will be designated as the voting member.

Section VI: Amendments

Amendments may recommend changes to the bylaws. Such recommendations may be made during regular meetings, voted on and submitted to the ITS Associate Vice Chancellor and CIO for formal approval.
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
