Position: Student Laboratory Assistant I

Description: The purpose of this position is to assist researchers in the following daily operations: 
· Sowing seeds and transplanting seedlings
· maintaining insect colonies
· Monitoring colonies for infestation by unwanted pests and pathogens
· treating against pests and pathogens with biological controls (no insecticide use permit required)
· watering plants in insectary rooms and greenhouses
· monitoring health and appearance of plants for use in insect colonies and experiments
· washing laboratory supplies (e.g., pots, trays, bug dorms, meshes, plasticware, glassware)
· Assisting with experiment set-up, data collection, maintenance, and take-down
· Availability Fall quarter, through summer, and until at least the end of the next academic year (through Spring 2027)

The job requires occasional lifting of weights up to 20 lb. The student will report to researchers (graduate students, technical support staff, and the primary investigator).

Qualifications: The position requires a basic knowledge of biology and chemistry plus the ability to make simple calculations by hand (e.g., dilutions). Applicants should be proficient in Microsoft Office and basic computer use. Applicants should be able to demonstrate their ability to read, interpret, and follow written protocols. Previous experience working with insects and/or plants is desirable. Work-study students are encouraged to apply. The person hired will have the opportunity to develop an independent project and earn course credit while in the lab.
