Cooperative Extension office in Kern County. For more than 20 years he has
conducted research and extension programs on arthropod pests of almonds,
pistachios, grapes, stone fruit, citrus and blueberries the lower San Joaquin
Valley. His expertise is in integrated pest management and he has published on
monitoring, treatment thresholds, predator-prey relationships, augmentative
biological control, mating disruption and chemical control.
