The minimum cumulative GPA to be eligible for these awards is a 3.500 as of Fall 2021. PhD
applicants are required to submit an essay highlighting their commitment to professional engagement
activities, including (but not limited to): conference presentations, peer-reviewed publications, and
awards. MA/MEd applicants should describe their commitment to professional engagement
activities, while highlighting specific barriers they may have encountered and overcame. Essays
should be 1-2 pages double-spaced in APA format, and submitted as a PDF. Additional documents
may apply depending on the scholarship, as outlined.
