The Department of English has established the Lindon Barrett Memorial Fund for Black Studies and sponsors an annual graduate award in honor of Professor Barrett, author of Blackness and Value: Seeing Double (1998), Racial Blackness and the Discontinuity of Western Modernity (2014), and Conditions of the Present: Selected Essays (2018). Considered one of the intellectual leaders of his generation, Professor Barrett explored the intersections of African American literature, critical theory, popular culture, gender, pedagogy, sexuality, philosophy, and historical epistemes. 
 
In the spirit of Professor Barrett’s work, we invite submissions on any aspect of Black Studies. All graduate students in CHASS are eligible to submit their work. The finalist will be announced in May 2023, receive an award of $500, and deliver a public talk in November 2023.

Submission Requirements: 

· Essays should be 15-25 pages in length (doublespaced, excluding notes and works cited). Previously published, accepted, or in press work not eligible. Submissions limited to one per applicant.

· Author’s name should not appear anywhere in the document; indications of author’s identity in the essay must be methodologically necessary.  	

· Separate cover page file with essay title, author’s name, and contact information.
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
